Professional 

personnel and peer mentors provide academic assistance with 

time management strategies, course material review, test- and 

note-taking skills, class project planning, as well as study skills 

and memorization strategies.

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The Math Lab is available to assist students enrolled in any of 

the math courses offered on our campus. Tutoring is offered by 

a math professor, and students may come on an as-needed basis 

or schedule weekly appointments. The Lab is located in TLC 510 

and is open every Tuesday and Thursday from 3:00-4:30pm. 

The Writing Center staff of peer and professional tutors is 

available to help students at any stage in the writing process. 

Students can ask for help getting an assignment started, 

outlining an assignment, adding citations to an assignment, and 

editing an assignment. The Writing Center is located on the fifth 

level of the Teague Learning Commons. Regular hours may vary, 

but students can book an appointment by using the scheduling 

link available in the Writing Center information box on the LBC 

student portal. Click Writing Center Scheduler to make an 

appointment online. 

The Disability Services Office (DSO) provides accommodations 

for students with disabilities to ensure access to all programs, 

facilities, and activities of the college, based on Section 504 of 

the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 and the Americans with 

Disabilities Act of 1990 (ADA), and their amendments.

Course Load - A full-time student is one who carries 12 or more 

semester hours of classes a week. The typical student load is

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15ς18 semester hours of classes a week. A student may not 

take more than 18 semester hours of classes without the 

permission of his/her academic advisor. 

Class Attendance - Each faculty member will develop his/her

attendance requirements. Those requirements are: 

ω A student must attend 80 percent of the classes in a course in 

order to pass that course.  

ω Absences beyond 20 percent result in a failing grade for the 

course. The 20 percent includes any and all types of 

absences. This includes late registration for a course, 

drop/add, or late admission.  

ω In actual numbers, the 20 percent equivalent is:  

ω 3 absences for courses meeting once a week  

ω 6 absences for courses meeting twice a week 

ω 9 absences for courses meeting three times a week 

ω If a student fails a class due to not meeting the minimum 

requirements for attendance, an appeal may be submitted

Independent Studies 

Rostered Course  

Courses that are part of the regular curriculum may be taken by 

independent study when there is a scheduling problem that

These independent studies are limited to students in their last 

two semesters of courses at the college. Application forms and

Non-rostered Course  

Courses that are not a part of the regular curriculum may be

Appeals  

Students wishing to do an independent study that is not 

permitted by these policies may appeal to the academic appeals 

committee. The student should complete the application form 

and submit it to the registrar with a letter of appeal. 

Drop/Add Period - At the beginning of each semester, there is a 

short time period (normally one week) for students to make final 

adjustments to their class schedules. Each semester the

to be followed. Full financial adjustments will be made as 

necessary. A drop/add fee may be assessed. Changes in room 

and board may also involve a fee. 

Course Withdrawal - ²ƛǘƘ ŀǇǇǊƻǾŀƭ ŦǊƻƳ ǘƘŜ wŜƎƛǎǘǊŀǊΩǎ hŦŦƛŎŜΣ ŀ 

student may withdraw from a course within the first nine weeks 

of a semester following the prescribed drop/add period. The 

course from which a student withdraws during the first nine 

weeks of the semester will be given a grade of W. After nine 

weeks, a student who withdraws from a course will receive an F 

unless the faculty member believes extenuating circumstances 

are present. In this case, and in consultation with the Registrar, 

course withdrawal is permitted with a grade of W. Course 

withdrawal forms are available in the Solution Center. No 

financial adjustments will be made after the drop/add period. 

Academic Probation - Students with a cumulative grade point 

average below 2.00 will be placed on academic probation. 

Students on academic probation who have the following grade 

point average or above may participate in only one 

extracurricular activity at any one time: 

 

Freshman (up to 29 hours)  1.70 GPA 

Sophomore (30ς59 hours)  1.80 GPA 

Junior (60ς89 hours)  1.90 GPA 

Senior (90 or more hours)  2.00  GPA

Students below these minimum GPAs may not participate in any 

extracurricular activities. All probationary students must attend 

two weekly appointments with a tutor through Academic

academic assistance program. In addition, they must sign-up for 

two weekly study halls. Study halls are offered throughout the 

day as well as the evening. Hours are chosen at the convenience 

of the student. The specific schedule for AMS is posted on 

campus the beginning of each semester. The Veterans 

Administration will be notified if a student receiving VA benefits 

does not meet the academic progress requirements after serving 

a probationary period of two semesters. 

Probation students who miss 20% or more of their required 

tutoring appointments and/or study halls in the Ally Center 

during any one term will receive notification of academic 

dismissal at the end of that term. 

Academic Dismissal - Any student whose cumulative grade 

point average is below the minimum standards at the end of an 

academic year will receive notification of his/ her academic 

ŘƛǎƳƛǎǎŀƭ ŦǊƻƳ ǘƘŜ wŜƎƛǎǘǊŀǊΩǎ Office. The minimum standards 

are:

Appeals of academic dismissal may be made by the student, in 

writing, to the Registrar. All appeals will be heard by the 

Student Appeals Committee. 

Academic Requirements for Co-Curricular Activities ς A student 

with a cumulative grade point average of 2.00 or above has no 

limitation with regards to participation in co-curricular activities. 

Students on academic probation (having a cumulative grade 

point average of 1.99 or below) may participate in only one co-

curricular activity at any one time if their cumulative grade point 

average is higher than those listed on the following chart:

Sophomores (30ς59 hours)  

1.70 GPA 

1 .80 GPA 

Juniors (60ς89 hours)  1 .90 GPA 

Seniors (90 or more hours)  2 .00 GPA 

  

New students who are accepted on academic probation may 

participate in one extracurricular activity during their first 

semester at LBC. The above chart will be in effect for the 

subsequent semesters. 

Graduation Rates/National Center for Education Statistics - The 

Student-Right-to -Know Act requires all colleges and universities 

to disclose graduation rates for students who enter their school 

on or after July 1, 1996. The students who need to be identified 

and tracked are limited to first-time, full-time freshmen. This 

group of students is called a cohort. Other students such as 

previous college students, transfer students, and part-time 

students are excluded from the cohort. Additionally, the 

National Center for Education Statistics (NCES) requires all 

colleges and universities to compute graduation rates as a part 
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of their Integrated Postsecondary Education Data System 

(IPEDS). Click National Center for Education Statistics for the full 

report.
